THE “SECULAR TALEBAN”

Wereproduce here an article by Bill Jamieson (a self-confessed athe-
ist) which appeared in the Scotsman —thetitleisours.
NO OPT-OUTS. No exclusions. No exemptions. How
intolerant multicultural, liberal Britain can be in the very
name of tolerance. Yesterday, the Education Secretary,
Alan Johnson, made clear that Catholic adoption agencies
must not win an opt-out from the controversial new gay
anti-discrimination laws. And we have now been told that
these laws will apply equally in Scotland, despite previous
understandings in the Scottish Parliament to the contrary.

The act, due to come into effect in April, outlaws discrimi-

nation on the basis of sexua orientation. It would prevent
a Catholic adoption agency from ruling out gay and lesbian
couples as suitable foster parents.

Catholic leaders say its teachings prevent its agencies plac-
ing children with homosexuals and they will close if bound
by the new rules. And the Church of England has backed
the Catholic Church. The Archbishop of Canterbury,
Rowan Williams, and the Archbishop of York, John Sen-
tamu, have written to Tony Blair to argue that “rights of
conscience cannot be made subject to Legisation, however
well-meaning”.

The Catholic Church’'s agencies are said to handle 4 per
cent, or about 200, of all adoptions a year. However, they
handle about a third of those children judged difficult to
place.

Throughout the week, opinion appears to have polarized,
with evidence of an increasingly steely determination
among Labour ministers to stand up to the Catholic
Church. But both the Prime Minister and his Cabinet col-
league, Ruth Kelly, are understood to have serious reserva-
tions about the legidlation.

It has also given further vent to the secularists and those
who have questioned the right of religious organizations to
be involved in adoptions at all.

Many supporters of the legidation argue that not letting
gay couples adopt children because they believe it iswrong
is not only discriminatory behavior but also an infringe-
ment of their rights. They ask who is the church in this day
and age to tell us what form of sexua partnership isto be
raised over another? No matter what the situation, no reli-
gious organisation should be able to opt out of any law.

A point repeatedly stressed by the Labour MP Angela Ea-
gle this week is that no exemptions should be allowed be-
cause they would be used as a precedent by other groups.
But | suspect there may be many, like myself, who are athe-
ist but respectful of the religious views of others, who are
uneasy about this legidlation.

From the Catholics' perspective, the clamour urging them
to desist from discriminatory practices is both hypocritical
and blind. It cannot be easy, after all, for Catholics to lis-
ten politely to calls urging them to comply with anti-
discrimination legislation from politicians who have done
nothing to remove the Act of Settlement from the statute
book. It might just be a tad more consistent if we did not
retain laws that discriminated against Catholics.

And it is blind because there are exceptions and exemp-
tions everywhere on the grounds of religious belief, from
the right of Sikhs to wear turbans to the acceptance of Jew-
ish and Muslim abattoirs in the preparation of meat. It is
also questionable whether, in multicultural Britain, laws to
outlaw discrimination against gay adoption will be prose-
cuted with any zeal against the Muslim community.

IT STRIKES at the heart of Catholic faith and practice in
two key respects. Firt, it is adirect challenge to the insti-
tution of marriage. This has long been regarded by Catho-
lics - and tens of millions of others - as an idea institution
for the rearing of children. And it is the interests of the
children that must prevail, particularly in this instance,
where many of those being put out for adoption have suf-
fered from trauma and neglect in environments where



adults have put their own needs and interests first. Being
sent to a gay household in the cause of political correctness
does not suggest an environment that offers the normality
and security which have previously been denied to children
and for which they crave.

Second, it sets at naught the hundreds of years of experi-
ence that the church has had in the relief of suffering and
administering to children - this through an organisation that
is one of the largest and most cosmopoalitan in the world. It
needs no lectures from secularists on compassion and care.

What's more, the legislation places compliance with statute
law over matters of conscience in a way that, in other
spheres, liberals would regard as utterly outrageous.

Many in this country - and overseas bravely campaigned
and suffered for the right of conscientious objection to con-
scription and participation in war. Were this to be thrown
aside to enforce compliance with the law, there would be
the loudest protest in the name of right of conscience, much
of it from the very people now most vocal in insisting that
Catholic adoption agencies must do as the state tells them.

But we are where we are - and that isin a secular state en-
forcing ever more minority rights over the majority. When
the state becomes the sole arbiter of choice, and law has
taken the place of conscience, thisis not aliberal utopia but
a country that has passed into the grip of a secularist
Taleban.

The problem with this is not only its enforced compliance
of laws, but the constantly chopping and changing of laws
as pressure groups rise and fall. In these pogroms of the
elect, keep a sharp eye out for every new law and regula-
tion added to the swelling total.

Remember: no exceptions, no exemptions, no excuses, face
down the churches, do as you're told, march in step, pay
your fines and stay tuned for more laws. How very liberal,
not. And how very very disturbing.
