HOLYWELL 2005

Report by Matthew Goddard

On the first weekend of July, I was one of the forty-six
pilgrims who left London for the Latin Mass Society’s
pilgrimage to the ancient shrine of St Winefride in Ho-
lywell, North Wales. According to the received story of
this great seventh century saint, St Winefride’s Well
erupted at the spot where her would-be rapist Caradog
cut off her head with his sword. Restored to life at the
prayers of her uncle, St Beuno, Winefride lived as a
nun until her second death some twenty-two years later.
Venerated as a saint ever since, her Well has been a
place of pilgrimage and healing, with a continuous
history of pilgrimages – including the difficult years of
the Reformation - for over thirteen centuries. Surviving
records of cures received after bathing at the Well be-

gin in the twelfth century and continue to the present
day; the Shrine possessing a fine collection of wooden
crutches discarded by cures of former times.

We initially made our way to a little village called Bala
on the borders of Snowdonia National Park. It being a
First Saturday, it was indeed providential that we had
the opportunity to stop here; for the little church, hid-
den behind houses on the main street, was the first in
the world to be dedicated to Our Lady of Fatima. It
contains a little shrine to Our Lady of Fatima in a side
chapel; the statue carved by the same carpenter who
made the statue at Fatima. Here our chaplain, Fr Nico-
las du Chaxel FSSP, heard confessions before offering
Mass on this the feast of the Visitation of Our Lady.
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We continued our journey north through beautiful
Welsh countryside to our hotel in Holywell. After en-
joying a meal together, we raised a glass of Champagne
to Fr Nicolas, whose first anniversary of priestly Ordi-
nation it was, before retiring for a much-needed sleep.

On the Sunday morning we were up bright and early for
Holy Mass at the Well shrine, followed by veneration
of the relics of St Winefride. It was very moving hear-
ing Mass in this holy place and a tangible reminder of
the Communion of Saints. I felt especially at one with
those countless others – from kings to simple folk -
who had visited before us over the centuries with their
many supplications and intentions.

Following Mass, we travelled the short journey to the
Franciscan Friary of Pantasaph for the outdoor Way of
the Cross, up a rustic wooded hillside. There is also a
lovely shrine to St Pio at the Friary where our frailer
pilgrims remained, offering prayers for the rest of us.

After a quick lunch at Colwyn Bay we made our way
back to the shrine; and after an opportunity to bath in
its miraculous waters, the climax of the pilgrimage was
a beautifully sung solemn High Mass; where in a
packed church we joined many other pilgrims from
other parts of the country. We were treated to a fine
sermon exhorting us to maintain the Faith in its full-
ness, drawing on the examples given by the lives of the
English and Welsh martyrs and St Winefride.

We left Holywell happy and tired in the late afternoon;
and were kept amused on our return journey with the
stories and jokes of a couple of our wittier fellow pil-
grims.

During the month of August, Fr Thomas Crean, a priest
of the Dominican Order from Leicester, will be residing
at St Bede's in order to serve the traditional Latin Mass
community.  Fr Thomas has been working in Leicester
mainly as a chaplain to the University.  He regularly
offers the traditional Mass for different communities in
and around Leicester.  Do please make him feel wel-
come. Fr Andrew will return on 2nd September.

 Fr Nicolas du Chaxel will be leaving St Bede's on 31st
July.  We thank him for all his work for the traditional
community over the past year, and wish him well in his
new apostolate.

Knowledge, it does not mean, as the term might
suggest to some, a study in comparative religion
where all faiths are presented as broadly equal, nor
will this school be using any of the awful Modernist
schemas which have so wickedly decimated the faith
of our children for two generations.  I have been
personally assured by Miss Jutte that they will be
teaching the one true faith in all its beauty, fullness
and mystery, using the Catechism of the Catholic
Church as their basic text. - ED]

St Benedict’s School will open in September 2005. It
will be an independent school for children from tradi-
tional Catholic families.  It will cater for children of all
abilities and cover a wide range of subjects that will be
taught in small classes.

St Benedict’s will offer an excellent academic educa-
tion provided by trained and experienced Catholic
teachers.  All children will be encouraged to reach their
potential and every effort will be made by the school to
accommodate those pupils who are less academically
inclined.

The school will also provide a truly Catholic environ-
ment outside of the home.  Apart from the teaching of
Religious Knowledge, the Catholic ethos will be pres-
ent in all aspects of the school.  Teaching sessions will
begin and end with a prayer and where applicable, aca-
demic subjects will be taught from the Catholic point of
view.  Mass will be offered in the Classical Roman
(Tridentine) Rite.  There will not be a daily Mass, but a
priest will hear confessions and offer Mass on impor-
tant feast days and provide weekly Benediction.  Most
importantly, the Catholic ethos will be present in the
attitudes of the staff members and the virtues encour-
aged in the children.

In order to keep costs down, rooms in two residential
homes in Newbury will be converted into classrooms
for the secondary school (Key Stage 3 in one residence
and Key Stage 4 in another), while we are negotiating
the use of a village hall for the primary school (Key
Stages 1 and 2).  A group of parents is in the process of
organising boarding facilities to accommodate pupils
unable to commute daily.  St Benedict’s consists at
present of 13 pupils and we are continuing to accept
new enrollments.  The closing date for enrollments is
31 July 2005 and parents will be notified of acceptance
by 7 August.  Late application will be sympathetically
considered.  Classes are offered subject to a minimum
number of pupils.  Please contact the headmistress for
enrollment forms.

As the school grows, we intend eventually to buy our
own premises, so continued fundraising is vital.  At
present we have just over £250 000 towards the ap-
proximate figure of £2.5 million we will need in order
to purchase a suitable property.  We also need to raise a
further sum in order to purchase office and classroom
equipment and to meet other running costs.  Those
willing to donate money or equipment or can provide
sponsorships or bursaries are requested to contact the
headmistress.

The subjects offered in the secondary school are:
Mathematics, General Science, English Language,
English Literature, French, Spanish, Latin, Greek, His-
tory, Geography, Law (GCSE only), Drama, Art, Re-
ligious Knowledge, Home Economics, Vocational
Skills, Design Technology, Music and Sport.  We are
currently seeking Science and Art teachers and would
welcome applications from those with the relevant ex-
perience/ expertise.
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The primary school curriculum has yet to be finalized,
although there will be an emphasis on a strong founda-
tion in English and Mathematics.  Science, Geography,
History, Art, Religious Knowledge, Sport and Music
will also be taught.

St Benedict’s School is offering Traditional Catholics
the opportunity to develop further as a community and
ensure trustworthy education for their children as well
as future generations.  With the high quality of teaching
being offered by the school we can create an educa-
tional institution able to compete with the best.  How-
ever, we need the assistance of all traditional Catholics
in order to make St Benedict’s a real success.

FIRST HOLY COMMUNION AT ST BEDE'S

On Sunday 17th July the traditional community at St
Bede's witnessed Eden Linton receive her First Holy
Communion at the 10.45am Mass. Eden, the daughter
of Claudia and Albert, regularly attends the Holy Fam-
ily Academy at St Bede's, and before that her mother
used to bring her to St Edmund's College, Ware. There-
fore she was well prepared for her First Confession
which she made a couple of weeks before, on the same
day her baby brother Austin was baptised at St Bede's
by Fr Andrew. It was nice to see so many of Eden's
relatives and friends, who had come from Lewisham
and Amersham for the occasion. Such events are not
only occasions of great joy for the family, but for all of
us as members of the Catholic Church, and especially
for our traditional community at St Bede's, as it is an
indication of growth.

After Mass, the family with their relatives and friends
had a celebration in the club rooms, where Eden was

presented with her First Holy Communion certificate by
Fr Andrew, to loud applause from all present. In his
sermon Fr Andrew told the story of St Tarcissius, the
boy saint who died protecting the Blessed Sacrament.
Fr Andrew used this as an example of how we must
always love Our Blessed Lord and stay close to Him no
matter what the cost to ourselves, because He has given
us a far greater gift, the gift of Himself, His Body,
Blood, Soul and Divinity in Holy Communion, with the
promise of eternal life with Him in heaven. Father also
reminded Eden to stay close to Our Blessed Lady, and
to ask for the help of her prayers. He also told Eden to
pray to her little sister Josephine, her own special saint
in heaven. Let us pray for Eden and for all our children,
that they may grow up in the fullness of our beloved
Catholic faith, and be true witnesses to the love of God
in our troubled times.

A STRATEGY FOR GROWTH
The three “I’s”

What we have achieved at St Bede’s over the last nine
months is very gratifying, but only the beginning of
what God willing is possible.  Last September we were
averaging congregation of seventy or less, but more to
the point, moral was at rock bottom.  People clearly felt
that they were more a dying remnant than the true fu-
ture of the Church.

Today, our congregations are seldom less than a hun-
dred and, even more importantly, moral has grown by
leaps and bounds.  When you talk to people there is a
new buzz.  The willingness of people to contribute fi-
nancially, and contribute extraordinary generously, is
one measure of that improved moral.

Traditionalists, i.e. those Catholics who seek to remain
faithful to the orthodoxy and orthopraxis of their fore-
fathers, saints, martyrs and great pre-Conciliar popes,
have many adversaries, not only the Devil and the
world, but sadly in these strange times, even members
of our own household of the faith!  Indeed, even many
of those appointed by God to shepherd us, seek instead
our undoing!

It is implicit that as Christians we must respond to this
unjust persecution with charity, but this does not mean
that we should volunteer to become “door mats”.  In the
circumstances in which we find ourselves, it is prudent
that we seek to become strong, so as to be better able to
resist those who would wish to destroy or diminish us.
There are three broad strategies for promoting this le-
gitimate objective, which I have called the three “I’s”.

ncrease our numbers: this we can do by being
open and friendly to people and by being prepared
to step outside our comfort zones and invite
friends, relatives and acquaintances to experience

the fullness of Catholic tradition.  This is made very
easy for us at St Bede’s: one can very simply invite
people to enjoy the great works of sacred music profes-
sionally presented on our Special Sundays.  This is to-
tally non-confrontational and non-controversial, and it
would take a very sad soul indeed to object to such an
invite.

I
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But even if this is too difficult for you, just pass the
name and address of your contact to Fr Andrew South-
well, who will ensure that they are sent our monthly
newsletters promoting our Special Sundays.

To become a successful evangelist for tradition you
need to do two things.  One, set yourself a target, for
example: promise Our Blessed Mother that you will
make a point of inviting at least one person a month,
and then keep your promise.

Secondly, you need to become completely detached
from the results of your efforts.  The very fact that you
have become detached, removes the emotional sting of
rejection.  Not learning to cope with rejection is what
“kills” salesmen, whether they are selling envelopes  or
eternal life.  You need to reach a place where if your
prospect responds, “Yes, I would love to come.” - you
can say, “Bless you dear Jesus.” and if your prospect
responds, “No thank you.” you can say with equal fer-
vor, “Bless you dear Jesus.”

ncrease our cohesion as a community: for forty
years our enemies have sought to kept us scattered
and divided, and thus weak.  At St Bede’s, tradi-
tionalists have a truly unique opportunity to build a

genuine and strong community.  One important and
practical way of doing this is by joining one another for
tea and coffee in the club after Mass and getting to
know one another.  So please do join us whenever you
are able, and also become pro-active in inviting others
to join us.

ncrease our fighting fund: we need to become
financially independent as a community.  We are
therefore grateful to all those whose generosity is
helping us to achieve this essential practical goal.

CO-OP BANK BACKS SODOM

The Co-operative Bank has asked an evangelical
Christian group to close its account because of its anti-
homosexual views!  The bank said the opinions of
Christian Voice were incompatible with its support for
diversity.  Christian Voice has held an account with the
Co-operative Bank for about three years, but now the
bank has decided the group's stance on homosexuality
offends the bank’s secular creed and it has asked mem-
bers to look for a new bank.

"It has come to the bank's attention that Christian Voice
is engaged in discriminatory pronouncements based on
the grounds of sexual orientation," a spokesman for the
bank said.   "This public stance is incompatible with the
position of the Co-operative Bank, which publicly sup-
ports diversity and dignity in all its forms for our staff,
customers and other stakeholders."

The evangelical organisation says it now expects the
bank to inform other Christian, Muslim and Jewish
groups that they will not be able to bank there on the
grounds that they all share the same view on homo-
sexuality.

Christian Voice first came under the spotlight earlier
this year when it squared up to the BBC over its the

decision to screen the musical Jerry Springer, which
was deeply blasphemous and portrayed Jesus as a sex-
ual deviant.

WHO SAID THAT?

"The Missale Romanum was promulgated in 1570 by
St. Pius V, in execution of the decree of the Council of
Trent. It has been recognized by all as one of the many
admirable results that that Council achieved for the
benefit of the entire Church of Christ. ... Messengers of
the Gospel brought this Missal to almost the entire
world.

THE STORY OF BABY SARAH BROWN

In July of 1993, a 15-year old mother was brought to
Women’s Health Care Services to abort her little girl in
the late stages of pregnancy.  In fact, so far advanced
was the pregnancy that the baby was already in position
for delivery.

Not having yet perfected his induction method of abor-
tion, according to accounts, Tiller “injected the baby’s
head, in two places, the left side of her forehead above
the eyebrow and at the base of the skull, with Potassium
Chloride, leaving permanent burn marks and needle
track scars.”

When the young mother returned the next day for the
actual abortion procedure, it was found that the baby
had not died, as intended, from the lethal injections into
her head. The mother was sent to a local hospital where
the baby was delivered, wrapped in a blanket, and left
in a bassinet without attendance to die.

Amazingly, after 24 hours, the child continued to live
in spite of the fact that she had not been cleaned up, her
umbilical cord was still attached and she had received
no hydration or nourishment.  A nurse took pity on the
baby and contacted an attorney, who in turn contacted a
loving family that adopted the little girl, whom they
named Sarah.

Although doctors said Sarah would not survive eight
weeks, under the loving care of her new family she
lived for five years.  Tiller’s attack on Sarah impaired
her growth and left her brain damaged, blind, and un-
able to walk.  Nevertheless, her family members never
viewed her as a burden and were blessed to be a part of
her short life.

It was noted at her memorial service that Tiller suc-
ceeded in killing little Sarah, but it took him five years
to do so.

This tragic story illustrates not only the depravity of a
man who could kill innocent children in such a barbaric
manner, but also stands as a testimony to the precious-
ness of each individual life.
