THE SOUL OF THE APOSTOLATE

A few years ago, in a conversation with a colleague from an 
overseas pro-life group, I mentioned the book The Soul of 
the Apostolate. My colleague used to work for a different 
overseas pro-life group, which had suffered such a severe 
internal crisis that it had split in two. She remarked: “Before 
the split, we all had a copy of that book on our office book-
shelves, but none of us read it. I’m sure now that if we had 
read it, we would have avoided the crisis.”  

The Soul of the Apostolate started life as a pamphlet in 1907 
by Dom Jean-Baptiste Chautard (1858-1935), abbot of the 



French abbey of Sept-Fons, one of the most important 
Trappist (Cistercians of the Strict Observance) mother-
houses. Through its popularity, the pamphlet grew into a 
book, with later editions published after the First World 
War featuring a section on the liturgical life. The book was 
so highly regarded that it became Pope St Pius X’s bedside 
reading.   

Dom Chautard insists that “ the liturgical life, a source of 
interior life, is absolutely necessary to the apostolic 
worker.”  He quotes Fr Mateo Crawley-Boevey, the apostle 
of the Enthronement of the Sacred Heart in the home: “The 
apostle is a chalice full to the brim with the life of Jesus, 
and his overflow pours itself out upon souls.”  Having re-
cently read a short hagiography of Fr Mateo, it seems to me 
totally unsurprising that Dom Chautard cites him, as the 
spiritual energy Fr Mateo drew from the Mass resulted in a 
worldwide apostolate of astounding physical energy.   

Dom Chautard’s fidelity to, and love of, the Church and its 
Sacred Tradition is infused throughout the book. In a para-
phrase of the teaching of the Council of Trent, he says: 
“The Church uses her chant and her ceremonies to appeal to 
the sense-faculties, and to reach, through them, the souls of 
her children more fully, and to give to their wills a more 
effective presentation of the true goods, and raise them up 
more surely, more easily and more completely to God.”  

It is a great consolation for me to be able to join my col-
leagues at SPUC HQ every day at noon to pray the Angelus 
and other traditional prayers such as the prayer to St Mi-
chael. Many SPUC staff and volunteers attend daily Mass at 
Westminster Cathedral (we can only pray that the traditional 
Mass will one day be offered there daily). I am certain that 
the many graces won through the prayers of SPUC staff, 
volunteers and supporters have been crucial in ensuring the 
fidelity of SPUC – a secular organisation - to true pro-life 
values, that is, those totally in accordance with the Church’s 
teachings. 

Pride, however, is always a great danger in pro-life activ-
ism, particularly when engaging in the world of politics, the 
media or education. The temptation is always there to be-
come big-headed because one may be mixing with politi-
cians, prelates or experts; to become vain because one’s 
words, name or image may be broadcast to countless thou-
sands through the media; to become self-satisfied and com-
placent through the rightness of one’s opinions. Dom Chau-
tard emphasises the necessity of humility for the fruitfulness 
of one’s apostolate, and offers the liturgy as an antidote to 
an apostle’s pride: “The per Dominum nostrum that comes 
at the end of almost every prayer of the liturgy. 

Dom Chautard diagnoses the stages by which the active 
worker who has no interior life falls into perdition. One 
stage of this fall is (at least among those bound to the Di-
vine Office) neglect of the recitation of the Breviary. The 
result of this neglect is that “ the sanctuary of this soul, once 
fragrant with the liturgical life, becomes a public thorough-
fare where noise and disorder reign.”  

I am unaware of any cause for Dom Chautard’s beatifica-
tion, but traditionalists engaged in apostolates such as pro-
life activism should be particularly grateful for The Soul of 
the Apostolate, not least for showing us how we can be 
saved from both the heresy of works and of quietism 
through an interior life nourished by the Church’s tradi-
tional worship.

MARTIN LUTHER AND GREEN PEACE

SOME RARE GOOD NEWS 
Nicaraguan President Signs Abor tion Ban

The Central American state of Nicaragua has passed a law 
banning all abortions. 

Following a huge pro-life march and rally on 6th October – 
reportedly the largest march of any kind ever in Nicaragua’s 
history – the Nicaraguan National Assembly on 26th Octo-
ber voted (52 in favour, 0 opposed and 9 abstentions) to 
close a legal loophole which allowed thousands of abortions 
every year. The loophole allowed so-called ‘ therapeutic’  
abortion in a completely undefined way.  

A threatening letter was sent to the President of the National 
Assembly by diplomatic envoys of the United Nations 
(UN), the European Union (EU) and other countries, sug-
gesting that overseas aid would be denied if abortion was 
not allowed. 

Popular support for a ban on abortion was shown on 6th 
October when an estimated 200,000 people marched in the 
country’s capital, Managua, to demand that unborn children 
be fully protected. 300,000 Nicaraguans also signed a pro-
life petition.  

Even members of the Marxist Sandinista party voted for the 
ban, including Daniel Ortega, the incoming president of 
Nicaragua.  No Sandinista voted against the measure, and 
observers believe that the ban would not have passed with-
out significant Sandinista support. 

On 17th November, Enrique Bolanos, the outgoing president 
of Nicaragua, signed the ban in the presence of several 
Catholic and Evangelical clergy, a doctor and others.  In a 
statement, the president said he was closing the loophole in 
the law because it had “allowed the daily execution of inno-
cent children in their mother's womb, in open violation of 
the Constitution which protects the unborn child".  

The American Convention on Human Rights (1969), which 
Nicaragua has ratified, states: “Every person has the right to 
have his life respected.  This right shall be protected by law 
and, in general, from the moment of conception. No one 
shall be arbitrarily deprived of his life.”  

Chile and El Salvador also ban all abortions, and abortion is 
restricted in most other Latin American countries.
