WHAT AN ABSOLUTELY GLORIUS CATHOLIC 
MOMENT.

On Saturday 14th June at 2:00pm (The feast of St Basil, the saint 
who famously remarked, “They may have the building, but we 
have the faith” ) the rite of our forefathers was restored to the 
altar of the mother church of England, not with a whimper, but 
with a bang!  The Holy Father’s right hand man, the Colombian, 
His Eminence Darío Cardinal Castrillón Hoyos, President of the 
Ecclesia Dei Commission and Prefect Emeritus of the Congrega-
tion for the Clergy, celebrated Pontifical High Mass from the 
Throne in Westminster Cathedral. 

What an absolutely glorious Catholic moment.  I was never in 
any doubt that the Mass of our saints and martyrs would one day 
be restored to our altars.  Too much blood had been shed by our 
English martyrs and forefathers for this not to be inevitable.  
Nevertheless, I was also convinced that the life sapping grip 
round the throat of the English church of our post-Conciliar 
modernists was far too secure for this to happen in my lifetime.  
No man could ever have been happier to have been proved 
wrong.  Perhaps it was the fruit of the million rosaries organized 
by the SSPX for our Holy Father.  There cannot be much that 
God will not grant for a million rosaries! 

They believed that after forty years they had us dead and buried.  
But restore the Mass of our forefathers to the mother church of 
England and Catholics appear from nowhere and pack the Ca-
thedral!  They were standing fifteen deep at the back … and 
amazingly, half of those in attendance where not even born at 
the time of Vatican II!  In addition there was also present a vast 

heavenly host, led no doubt by the late great Michael Davies, 
beaming like the proverbial Cheshire cat. 

And what the cardinal had to say during his visit was music to 
the ears of traditionalists.  Asked whether the Latin Mass would 
be celebrated in many ordinary parishes in future, Cardinal Cas-
trillón responded: “Not many parishes – all parishes.  The Holy 
Father is offering this not only for the few groups who demand 
it, but so that everybody knows this way of celebrating the 
Eucharist.”   The Cardinal also said that Catholic congregations 
throughout the world should receive instruction on how to ap-
preciate the old services.  On another occasion when asked what 
constituted a “stable community” , he responded to the effect that 
three was sufficient … and they did not all have to come from 
the same parish! 

On the downside, there was much in the Cardinals sermon that 
would not have pleased traditionalists, but I would not be too 
concerned about that.  I have heard the Cardinal interviewed 
live; his English is not brilliant.  I am confident that his sermon 
was written for him; probably by some English cleric more in-
terested in diplomacy than either reality or truth.  The stark truth 
is that Novus Ordo-land is imploding in England and Wales 
alone at a rate of 100,000 souls every three years.  The writing is 
not so much on the wall, as in neon letters the height of the Post 
Office Tower! 

Cardinal Hoyos will not of course be the flavour of the month in 
the English liturgical establishment.  These are the folk whose 
fiat has imposed on the long suffering faithful hordes of lay 
wan-a-be priests and priestesses stomping all over the sanctuary, 
girl altar boys, white-haired second-rate musicians strumming 
guitars to vacuous sixties pop ditties (and calling themselves 
“music ministry” ) and endless bidding prayers about inane left-
wing causes such as climate change.  However, one can be con-
fident that this will not trouble this tough little Colombian Car-
dinal who once faced down Pablo Escobar, a notorious Colom-
bian drug baron.  He is reported to have gained entry into 
Escobar’s compound by disguising himself as a milkman … and 
while there, he heard his confession! 

We have the Mass back, all we want now is the faith back - but 
if one squints really hard one can see the flicker of a candle at 
long last on the far distant horizon.  It is moving towards us ex-
cruciatingly painfully slowly, but it is there.  A little girl once 
explained to me that when she comes upon something bad, she 
just thinks of ice-cream and that makes the bad thought go away.  
Perhaps one day in the not too distant future, the last forty years 
will seem like a bad dream.  And when someone relates some 
ecclesiastical horror story from the first decade of the twenty-
first century (such as the English “Catholic”  bishop who took 
two Anglican priestesses on his diocesan Lourdes pilgrimage 
and encouraged the faithful to attend their invalid, and conse-
quently sacrilegious, “Masses”) we will all be able to think of 
“ ice-cream” and the bad memory will gently fade away. 

Let us also pray that the restoration of Mass of our saints and 
martyrs will be followed in the not too distant future by the res-
toration of a real Catholic hierarchy.  Will we be the generation 
fortunate enough to see the beginning of the end of the game of 
musical chairs in which the dwindling numbers of post-Conciliar 
modernists share out the top jobs among their chums?  May we 
in our lifetime see worthy successors of the spiritual giants of 
the past again on English sees; men of the stature of Newman, 



Manning and their like? - men who could hurl their encyclicals 
like grenades into the midst of the secularists who, when not 
busy legalizing every conceivable depravity known to man, lord 
it over the secular asylum in which we are currently forced to 
raise our children and work out our salvation; shepherds with the 
sort of Catholic integrity that would rather thrust its fist into a 
food mixer than hand the Body of Christ to a politician who 
blasphemes against God’s creation by voting pro-abortion … 
men, incidentally, whose only use for the Tablet would be for 
wrapping chips.
