On the 10" of
May we said a
very sad fare-

From the moment they arrived they threw themselves
into the life of the traditional community: giving enor-
mous support to me, Fr Armand and Fr Carr, as well as
welcoming into their home the resident priests here and
many a priest who was passing through.

Both Brian and Marie-Ellena helped to found the Tradi-
tional Catholic Family Alliance with Patrick and Colette
Oliver.

Brain was the co-ordinator of the Holy Family Academy
at St Bede's and with Marie-Ellena organised a number
of events for families. Brian also made a great contribu-
tion to the Holy Family Academy days by giving excel-
lent talks on the liturgy, some of which have been pub-
lished in this newdletter.

During their four and a half years in this parish the
McCall's had three more children; Thomas, Joseph and
Michael (Cormack and Mary having been born in the
States). It has been my privilege to have baptised all
three children.

ST BEDE’'S- 100 YEARSOLD

The 27th of April marked the 100th Anniversary of the
opening of St. Bede® for public worship in 1906. A
hundred years ago this Diocese was abundantly blessed
by the generosity of Miss Frances Ellis who donated
Hyde House (now the Presbytery; No. 58) in 1903. For a
few years our Presbytery was a sort of Preparatory Semi-
nary for boys and in 1906 they joined the Junior Semi-
nary then at Wonersh. Fr. Michael Hanlon had the
Church built, courtesy of Frances Ellisin that same year.
A hundred years later the successor of Archbishops
Bourne and Amigo, the Most Revd. Kevin McDonald,
came to preside at the anniversary. He recalled the Beck
family who produced three vocations, a Sister of La Re-
traite, a diocesan priest and an Augustinian of the As-
sumption who became Archbishop Beck of Liverpool.
His Grace talked of how the transmission of the faith
which was at the heart of our celebration had become a
difficulty in these days. He marvelled at the amazing
diversity of national origins and Masses within the parish
and commented specifically on the Spanish Mass for
Latin Americans and the Traditional Latin Mass.

The centenary marked a complete overhauling of our
Church thanks to the generosity of Jean Cullinan who
had converted from Anglicanism in 1990 and had in re-

ST CATHERINE'STRUST SUMMER SCHOOL
2006

Following the success of last year's Summer School,
which attracted some forty pupils from around the coun-
try and abroad, St Cathering’'s Trust will hold its 2006
Summer School from Sunday 30th July to Sunday 6th
August 2006, at Ardingly College near Haywards Heath
in Sussex. The school is for 11-18 year olds (boys and
girls), and aims to support Catholic familiesin the educa-
tion of their children in the Catholic Faith. In an educa-
tional environment increasingly hostile to the Faith, both
home-schooled and conventionally educated Catholic




children can benefit from a week’s genuinely Catholic
school environment. Focusing on the humanities, stu-
dents will have an opportunity to reflect on our great
Catholic heritage of literature and art, on the role of the
Church in history, and on Catholic philosophy.

The school day will be framed by the Traditional Massin
the morning and Sung Compline in the evening. Stu-
dents will benefit from a program of catechesis, and there
will be daily Rosary. The academic aspects of the week
will be balanced by singing, sport, recreation and crea-
tive activities, and outings. At present, an outing to the
shrine at East Grinstead is planned. In the evenings,
there will be talks from visiting speakers, or an opportu-
nity to see some Catholic films.

Our schools are intended to be residential, although any-
one living very close could attend during the day only.
Full board will be provided. Ardingly College is a beau-
tiful location, and has ample classrooms, comfortable
accommodation, good food, and a large chapel well
suited to the traditional liturgy.

This year we will be joined by seventeen volunteer staff,
including all of last year's staff, to provide the widest
possible range of subjects to be taught in the smallest
possible groups.

Arrival: 4.30pm, Sunday 31st July, followed by Sung
Mass at 5.30, which parents and others are welcome to
attend. Departure: from 12.30pm, Sunday 6th August,
after Sung Mass, or after lunch, to which parents may
come.

The deadline for applications is 15th June. The
School is being generously sponsored by our benefactors.
We would recommend a donation from participating
families according to their means.

included Sung Mass and the Rosary, with Sung Compline
each night. On the Saturday evening we had Solemn
Vespers and Benediction.

The Retreat was designed to enable parents to attend
accompanied by their children, although adults not ac-
companied by children were also welcome. The generos-
ity of the Trust's sponsors made it possible for children
to accompany their parents free of charge, and the flexi-
ble accommodation included many multi-occupancy and
adjoining rooms. The practical aspects of the Retreat ran
very smoothly, thanks to the very helpful and efficient
staff of the College, and our own tireless volunteers.

In order to make it possible for the adults to attend the
retreat conferences, a number of talks and other activities
were organised for the children. Aswell astalks from Fr
Southwell, the children heard talks from Mr Alexander
McKay of Edinburgh and from Mr Antony Ozimic, a
parishioner of St Bede's and Political Secretary of the
Saciety for the Protection of Unborn Children. The latter
also gave atalk to the adults. St Cathering's Trust volun-
teers supervised crafts and outdoor activities for the chil-
dren. One of the highlights of the retreat was an outdoor
Stations of the Cross, led by Fr Southwell, in which the
younger children took turns to display pictures of each
Station, which they had themselves prepared.

The theme of the Retreat was “Preparation for Easter”,
and Fr Southwell gave a series of spiritual conferencesto
the adults and children, focusing on the Mysteries of the
Rosary. Fr Hugh Thwaites very generously spent most
of the Saturday hearing confessions, and Fr Southwell
also heard confessions when he was free.

Mass each day was sung with full ceremonies, well sup-
ported by a large number of adult and child altar servers.
There was also a small liturgical schola, in cassock and
cotta, led by Dr John Tennant, which sang the Mass
Propers, and led the Ordinaries, to a very high standard.
On the Sunday a group of retreatants sang prepared
polyphonic motets at the Offertory and Communion.

It is hoped that this Retreat will become an annual event.
Next year's Retreat is planned for 13th—15th April 2007
