No doubt most of us
rejoiced to see Car-
dina Ratzinger ap-
pear on the balcony
of St Peter's as
Pope Benedict XVI.
The Cardinals could
not have chosen
anyone better from
their number to fill
the shoes of Peter.
Whatever might be said of Cardinal Ratzinger'srole as
Prefect of the Congregation for the Doctrine of the
Faith, traditionalists cannot deny that he contributed
much towards the restoration of the classical rite to our
altars. We can but hope and pray that this will con-
tinue now that he is the Supreme Pontiff. Those who
were with me for the Latin Mass Society’ s Pilgrimages
to Rome in the year 2000 and again in 2002 will re-
member meeting Cardinal Ratzinger in the courtyard of
the Holy Office. He listened to us attentively and en-
couraged us as a true shepherd. On one occasion Miss
Madeleine Beard presented him with one of her own
paintings depicting Our Lady of Walsingham. Made-
leine pointed out to the Cardinal that the chapel in the
background was dedicated to St Catherine of Alexan-
dria, who had been dropped from the Calendar of
Saints in the Novus Ordo. A year later St Catherine
was restored to this Calendar. Could this have been
the result of our conversation with Cardina Ratzinger?
On another occasion Fr. Andrew expressed his sadness
that as traditional pilgrims we were denied the right of
offering the traditional Mass in St Peter’'s and in the
Pope's Cathedral of St John Lateran. The Cardinal
replied that he was sad about this, but that there were
personalities to be dealt with and they could be diffi-
cult. A year later the doors of St Peter’s were open to
usto offer the traditional Mass. Did Cardinal Ratzinger
have ahand in this?

At this same meeting Francis Carey asked “Quo
vadis?” — Where were the novelties in the Church lead-
ing us? The Cardinal encouraged us to pray and to be
patient. We might dare to hope that on our next LMS
pilgrimage to Rome we might be received by His Holi-
ness, Pope Benedict XVI. In the meantime let us al
unite in prayer for Christ’s Vicar on earth, that he will
indeed lead usinto the fullness of Catholic truth.




Many think he chose the name Benedict after Pope
Benedict XV, the Pope who spoke out against the First
World War and modernism. However, | cannot help
but think he chose the name after St Benedict, Patron
of Europe. In the sixth century Europe was in a bad
state with the breakdown of civilisation. It was St
Benedict and his followers who restored and devel oped
Europe into a Catholic civilisation. In our own age
European civilisation is once again collapsing. We
have another Benedict who knows only too well what
needs to be done to bring about a restoration in charity
and truth.

REASONS FOR ATTENDING THE OLD

MARRIAGE OF JAMESWINDSOR AND
GERALDINE LANE

Saturday the 23" of April saw alovely group assemble
at Corpus Christi Maiden Lane for the wedding of Jim
Windsor and Geraldine Lane. Fr Christopher Basden
officiated, Dom Andrew Southwell was deacon and Fr
Nicolas du Chaxel was subdeacon. Fr Hugh Thwaite
SJ (who married Jim’s parents 30 years ago) ws also in
attendance, as was Canon McDonald the registrar.

Palestrina, Giovanni Pierluigi da (born Palestrina, near.
Rome, ¢.1525; died Rome, 1594). Italian composer
who took his name from his birthplace. Chorister at S.
Maria Maggiore, Rome, in 1537. Studied in Rome
€.1540. Organist and choirmaster, Palestring, 1544. In
1550 the Bishop became Pope Julius I11 and in 1551
summoned Palestrina to Rome as choirmaster of Cap-
pella Giulia, a nursery for Sistine Choir. The follow-
ing year Palestrina published his first book of Masses.
In 1555 a new Pope, Paul 1V, dismissed Palestrina and
two others from the Sistine Choir because they were
married. Palestrina was appointed choirmaster of St
John Lateran in 1555 in succession to Lassus. For this
church he wrote his Lamentations. He resigned in
1560 over dissatisfaction with the way the choirboys
were fed, becoming choirmaster of S. Maria Maggiore
in 1561. He published his first book of motets two
years later. In 1567 he resigned to enter service of
Cardinal Ippolito d&ste, having become dissatisfied
with the papal reforms of church music which rendered
two of his masses unliturgical because they contained
words foreign to the Mass. In addition, others of his
Masses included secular songs, such as L&omme
armé. The cardinal kept a music establishment at his
paace in Tivoli (the Villa d&ste). In 1571 Palestrina
became director of the Cappella Giulia. Over the next
few years he lost both his sons and his wife through
epidemics and decided to become a priest. But after a
few weeks he changed his mind and married again, his
new wife being the rich widow of afur merchant. Pal-
estrina formed a partnership with one of the men in the
business and made a fortune which enabled him in the
last thirteen years of his life to publish sixteen collec-
tions of hismusic.

Palestrina® music. is marked by flowing, smooth lines
and a rich beauty of sound in the way voices are
blended. He had neither the range nor the inventive-
ness of Byrd and Lassus, but the skill with which his
sacred works are based on the secular madrigal gives
his music specia characteristics which are greatly ad-
mired.

MARIAN SHRINE UNTOUCHED BY
TSUNAMI

On December 26, 2004, people around the world were
stunned by the news of a 9.0 earthquake which origi-
nated in the Indian Ocean, off the Indonesian island of
Sumatra, causing a tsunami responsible for over
125,000 deaths and leaving millions homeless in al-
most a dozen countries. As the days passed and the
death toll increased, television cameras sent back the
images of utter ruination, of entire villages wiped off
the face of the earth, of piles of bodies awaiting crema-
tion.

And, yet, amidst the horror, something miraculous oc-
curred at the Basilica of Our Lady of Good Hedlth in
Vailankanni, India. Anto Akkara, writing for the
Catholic News Service, reports (Dec. 30, 2004) that the
basilica, a popular Marian shrine in India which draws
20 million pilgrims annually, remained untouched by
the rampaging waters. In a statement issued on De-
cember 29th, basilica officials said that about 2,000
pilgrims attending Mass there were “miraculously
saved” when the surging waves halted at the gates of
the shrine compound.

Forty-foot high waves smashed into houses and hotels
on the same elevation just 330 feet from the shrine, and
a nearby bus stop, also on the same elevation but far-
ther away from the beach, was inundated. Sebastian
Kannappilly, a businessman, was attending Mass with
his wife and daughter in the basilica when the tsunami
struck. “It was a miracle,” said Kannappilly, “that the
water did not enter the church.” More than 1,000 peo-
ple, including pilgrims, died within a one-kilometer
radius of the shrine.

Comment: In aland of temples and mosques, a shrine
dedicated to the Mother of God remains standing un-
scathed, a beacon amidst the devastation surrounding it
on al sides. What further comment need be made
other than the thoughts expressed in this Prayer to Our
Lady of Sorrows. O Mary! | beseech thee by the sor-
rows thou didst experience in beholding thy divine Son
dying on the Cross, procure for me a good death; ob-
tain for me that, having loved Jesus and thee, my most
tender Mother, here on earth, | may love you both and
bless you eternally in Heaven. Amen.
